A few reminders

Clothing

Please make sure your child’s clothes are named, especially coats and jumpers as it is very
difficult to find lost items without a name. Your child will need suitable shoes for climbing
and outside play. We will be outside every day in all weathers so your child should have a
warm waterproof coat with hat and gloves as the weather changes. You are welcome to
keep their own wellie boots on their coat peg in a named bag, as this will enable them to
play out in wet conditions, in the mud kitchen, and can also be used for Forest School
learning, which we will start later in the term (details to follow).

We do recommend that your child has a set of spare clothes with them at all times, which
can be kept on their peg.

If your child comes home in a change of clothes from school, please wash and return these
as soon as possible as we have limited spare clothes.
